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As children’s advocacy centers and MDTs move into the second decade of the multidisciplinary team protection of children, they are being bombarded with new challenges to their interdisciplinary response.  Lone investigators and joint investigations (Law Enforcement and CPS) have given way to the best practice of children’s advocacy centers and MDT investigative protocols.  These practices are continually impacted by the opinions of trainers, research, articles, agency policy, state law, and the direction of local prosecutors, and are further impacted by the depth of knowledge of the MDT professionals, community resources, and the victim population being served.  Thus, a cookie-cutter response is not feasible from one community to another.  

A key relationship is that between the forensic interview and the investigator (LE and/or CPS).  Beyond the initial notification and response, the detailed information gathered by the forensic interviewer and subsequently corroborated by the investigator is at the core of any criminal and civil prosecution.
