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Contrary to the popularly held view in the media that sex offenders are strangers – or the more commonly held belief that the threat of sexual molestation to our children is from an adult who is either in the home or known to the child – professional interveners are now acutely aware that one of the greatest threats of child molestation comes from other children.  This presentation seeks to illuminate the etiology, prevalence, and other significant factors in the overall assessment of juvenile sex offenders.  Using information obtained from prosecutorial, research, sex offender treatments and the investigative domain, a model for multidisciplinary team investigation of these juvenile sex offenders will be presented.
