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With the assistance of audience participants, Detective Johnson presents an interactive, demonstrative interpretation of the journey a victim takes, from the earliest stages of an outcry through the reporting, investigation, interview, therapy, medical exam, criminal and civil prosecution, defense representation and court hearing(s), and the effects the professionals, semi-professionals and lay persons have on the outcome.  

Suitable for presentation to a broad child protection audience, this keynote seeks to identify inherent obstacles to this process and educate attendees on MDT best practice principles to attain a more functional MDT intervention. He exposes the most common problems and mistakes made by MDTs and CACs in a frank, yet humorous, way.  Included is a discussion of the Notorious “C” Words:  Collaboration, Change, and Confidentiality.

Coordination, intervention, and the importance of collaboration will be stressed.  The presentation will include a discussion of critical areas of interdisciplinary cooperation, such as multidisciplinary team response to outcry.  Detective Johnson will discuss inherent problems with multidisciplinary team coordination, which includes the most overlooked area in team intervention:  the “How To’s” of a coordinated multidisciplinary team investigation.
