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Major injury incident and investigation tends to follow a recognizable pattern.  If intervenors are knowledgeable about this pattern they are in a better position to evaluate information and its sources during an investigation.

Law Enforcement and Child Protective Services are legislatively mandated to intervene on behalf of children who have been abused.  Prosecution has the responsibility to present this information in criminal and civil courtrooms.  Mental Health and Health Care professionals have key roles in the overall mental and physical prognosis.  This presentation will examine the physical abuse incident process and traditional shortcomings in evidence collection and investigation.
