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The protection of physically and sexually abused children is inextricably bound to the ability of Law Enforcement and Child Protective Services to gain factual information.  This information, when coordinated with other team members (Medical, Therapeutic, and Prosecution), begins the process of true protection for that child. 

This presentation will identify the core points of a child abuse investigation:  

Details, Details, Details - not only from the victim, but from outcry witnesses, collateral witnesses, and perpetrator interview;

The Window of Opportunity for investigators in child abuse intervention.  This is the opportune time to interview the child abuse victim, non-offending parent, and the perpetrator, evaluate the crime scene, and set in motion the process of medical evaluation;

Corroboration - a corroborative points identification technique will be explained which allows for every element, piece of information, or detail of the case to be examined for its investigative value.  These corroborative points will be identified for each member of the investigative team.

This practical investigative proposal may be utilized by a lone investigator, but works best when used in coordination with a multidisciplinary team.
